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THE COUNCILS

Councils of Enlightened Bhikkhus (Arahats) were held three months, 100 years
and 236 years after the passing away of the Buddha. At the First Council the
Tipitaka (Teachings) were recited. A further Council of Arahats was held in the
first century BC in Sri Lanka, and the Tipitaka was committed to writing. One of
the authors of this booklet, Venerable Balangoda Ananda Maitreya, actively
participated in the sixth and most recent Buddhist Council held in Burma (now

Myanmar) from 1954-56 to mark the 2500th anniversary of the passing away of
the Buddha.
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
