A short history of the origins and development of English. The history of the English
language really started with the arrival of three Germanic tribes who invaded Britainduring the
5th century AD. These tribes, the Angles, the Saxons and the Jutes, crossed the North Sea from
what today is Denmark and northern Germany. At that time the inhabitants of Britain spoke a
Celtic language. But most of the Celtic speakers were pushed west and north by the invaders -
mainly into what is now Wales, Scotlandand Ireland. The Angles came from Englaland and their
language was called Englisc - from which the wordsEngland and English are derived.

Old English (450-1100 AD)

The invading Germanic tribes spoke similar languages, which in Britain developed into
what we now call Old English. Old English did not sound or look like English today. Native
English speakers now would have great difficulty understanding Old English. Nevertheless,
about half of the most commonly used words in Modern English have Old English roots.

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Middle English (1100-1500)

In 1066 William the Conqueror, the Duke of Normandy (part of modern France), invaded
and conquered England. The new conquerors (called the Normans) brought with them a kind
of French, which became the language of theRoyal Court, and the ruling and business classes.
For a period there was a kind of linguistic class division, where the lower classes spoke English
and the upper classes spoke French. In the 14th century English became dominant
in Britain again, but with many French words added. This language is called Middle English. It
was the language of the great poet Chaucer (c1340-1400), but it would still be difficult for
native English speakers to understand today.

Modern English

Early Modern English (1500-1800)

Towards the end of Middle English, a sudden and distinct change in pronunciation (the
Great Vowel Shift) started, with vowels being pronounced shorter and shorter. From the 16th
century the British had contact with many peoples from around the world. This, and the
Renaissance of Classical learning, meant that many new words and phrases entered the
language. The invention of printing also meant that there was now a common language in print.
Books became cheaper and more people learned to read. Printing also brought standardization
to English. Spelling and grammar became fixed, and the dialect of London, where most
publishing houses were, became the standard. In 1604 the first English dictionary was
published.

language adopted foreign words from many countries.

BASIC SENTENCE STRUCTURE"

Parts of Sentences: Subject, Predicate, Object, Indirect Object,
Complement Every word in a sentence serves a specific purpose within the
structure of that particular sentence. According to rules of grammar,
sentence structure can sometimes be quite complicated. For the sake of
simplicity, however, the basic parts of a sentence are discussed here. The
two most basic parts of a sentence are the subject and predicate.

SUBJECT - The subject of a sentence is the person, place, or thing that
is performing the action of the sentence. The subject represents what or
whom the sentence is about. The simple subject usually contains a noun or

pronoun and can include modifying words, phrases, or clauses.

PREDICATE - The predicate expresses action or being within the
sentence. The simple predicate contains the verb and can also contain
modifying words, phrases, or clauses.

-The subject and predicate make up the two basic structural parts of
any complete sentence. In addition, there are other elements, contained
within the subject or predicate, that add meaning or detail. These elements
include the direct object, indirect object, and subject complement. All of
these elements can be expanded and further combined into simple,
compound, complex, or compound/complex sentences. (See TIP Sheet on
"Sentence Type and Purpose.")

DIRECT OBJECT - The direct object receives the action of the sentence.

The direct object is usually a noun or pronoun.

The man builds a house.

The man builds it.

INDIRECT OBJECT - The indirect object indicates to whom or for whom
the action of the sentence is being done. The indirect object is usually a

noun or pronoun.
The man builds his family a house.
The man builds them a house.
SUBJECT COMPLEMENT- A subject complement either renames or

describes the subject, and therefore is usually a noun, pronoun, or

adjective. Subject complements occur when there is a linking verb within
the sentence (often a linking verb is a form of the verb to be).
The man is a good father. (father = noun which renames the subject)
The man seems kind. (kind = adjective which describes the subject)
Note: As an example of the difference between parts of speech and
parts of a sentence, a noun can function within a sentence as subject, direct

object, indirect object, object of a preposition, or subject complement.

What this handout is about

This handout will help you understand how paragraphs are formed, how to
develop stronger paragraphs, and how to completely and clearly express
your ideas.

What is a paragraph?

Paragraphs are the building blocks of papers. Many students define
paragraphs in terms of length: a paragraph is a group of at least five
sentences, a paragraph is half a page long, etc. In reality, though, the unity
and coherence of ideas among sentences is what constitutes a paragraph. A
paragraph is defined as “a group of sentences or a single sentence that
forms a unit” (Lunsford and Connors 116). Length and appearance do not
determine whether a section in a paper is a paragraph. For instance, in some
styles of writing, particularly journalistic styles, a paragraph can be just one
sentence long. Ultimately, a paragraph is a sentence or group of sentences
that support one main idea. In this handout, we will refer to this as the
“controlling idea,” because it controls what happens in the rest of the
paragraph.

How do | decide what to put in a paragraph?

Before you can begin to determine what the composition of a particular
paragraph will be, you must first decide on an arsument and a working
thesis statement for your paper. What is the most important idea that you

are trying to convey to your reader? The information in each paragraph
must be related to that idea. In other words, your paragraphs should remind
your reader that there is a recurrent relationship between your thesis and
the information in each paragraph. A working thesis functions like a seed

from which your paper, and your ideas, will grow. The whole process is an

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organic one—a natural progression from a seed to a full-blown paper where
there are direct, familial relationships between all of the ideas in the paper.
The decision about what to put into your paragraphs begins with the

germination of a seed of ideas; this “germination process” is better known

as brainstorming. There are many techniques for brainstorming; whichever
one you choose, this stage of paragraph development cannot be skipped.
Building paragraphs can be like building a skyscraper: there must be a well-
planned foundation that supports what you are building. Any cracks,
inconsistencies, or other corruptions of the foundation can cause your
whole paper to crumble.

So, let’s suppose that you have done some brainstorming to develop your
thesis. What else should you keep in mind as you begin to create
paragraphs? Every paragraph in a paper should be:

. Unified: All of the sentences in a single paragraph should be related to
a single controlling idea (often expressed in the topic sentence of the
paragraph).

o Clearly related to the thesis: The sentences should all refer to the
central idea, or thesis, of the paper (Rosen and Behrens 119).

o Coherent: The sentences should be arranged in a logical manner and
should follow a definite plan for development (Rosen and Behrens
119).

« Well-developed: Every idea discussed in the paragraph should be
adequately explained and supported through evidence and details
that work together to explain the paragraph’s controlling idea (Rosen
and Behrens 119).

How do | organize a paragraph?

There are many different ways to organize a paragraph. The organization
you choose will depend on the controlling idea of the paragraph. Below are
a few possibilities for organization, with links to brief examples:

« Narration: Tell a story. Go chronologically, from start to finish. (See an
example.)

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« Description: Provide specific details about what something looks,
smells, tastes, sounds, or feels like. Organize spatially, in order of

appearance, or by topic. (See an example.)

« Process: Explain how something works, step by step. Perhaps follow a

sequence—first, second, third. (See an example.)

« Classification: Separate into groups or explain the various parts of a

topic. (See an example.)

« lllustration: Give examples and explain how those examples prove
your point. (See the detailed example in the next section of this
handout.)

5-step process to paragraph development

Let’s walk through a 5-step process for building a paragraph. For each step
there is an explanation and example. Our example paragraph will be about
slave spirituals, the original songs that African Americans created during
slavery. The model paragraph uses illustration (giving examples) to prove its
point.

Step 1. Decide on a controlling idea and create a topic sentence

Paragraph development begins with the formulation of the controlling idea.
This idea directs the paragraph’s development. Often, the controlling idea
of a paragraph will appear in the form of a topic sentence. In some cases,
you may need more than one sentence to express a paragraph’s controlling
idea. Here is the controlling idea for our “model paragraph,” expressed in a
topic sentence:

Model controlling idea and topic sentence — Slave spirituals often had
hidden double meanings.

Step 2. Explain the controlling idea

Paragraph development continues with an expression of the rationale or the
explanation that the writer gives for how the reader should interpret the
information presented in the idea statement or topic sentence of the
paragraph. The writer explains his/her thinking about the main topic, idea, or
focus of the paragraph. Here’s the sentence that would follow the

controlling idea about slave spirituals:

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Model explanation — On one level, spirituals referenced heaven, Jesus, and
the soul; but on another level, the songs spoke about slave resistance.
Step 3. Give an example (or multiple examples)

Paragraph development progresses with the expression of some type of
support or evidence for the idea and the explanation that came before it.
The example serves as a sign or representation of the relationship
established in the idea and explanation portions of the paragraph. Here are
two examples that we could use to illustrate the double meanings in slave
spirituals:

Model example A — For example, according to Frederick Douglass, the song
“O Canaan, Sweet Canaan” spoke of slaves’ longing for heaven, but it also
expressed their desire to escape to the North. Careful listeners heard this
second meaning in the following lyrics: “I don’t expect to stay / Much
longer here. / Run to Jesus, shun the danger. / | don’t expect to stay.”
Model example B — Slaves even used songs like “Steal Away to Jesus (at
midnight)” to announce to other slaves the time and place of secret,
forbidden meetings.

Step 4. Explain the example(s)

The next movement in paragraph development is an explanation of each
example and its relevance to the topic sentence and rationale that were
stated at the beginning of the paragraph. This explanation shows readers
why you chose to use this/or these particular examples as evidence to
support the major claim, or focus, in your paragraph.

Continue the pattern of giving examples and explaining them until all
points/examples that the writer deems necessary have been made and
explained. NONE of your examples should be left unexplained. You might
be able to explain the relationship between the example and the topic
sentence in the same sentence which introduced the example. More often,
however, you will need to explain that relationship in a separate sentence.
Look at these explanations for the two examples in the slave spirituals
paragraph:
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Model explanation for example A — When slaves sang this song, they could
have been speaking of their departure from this life and their arrival in
heaven; however, they also could have been describing their plans to leave
the South and run, not to Jesus, but to the North.

Model explanation for example B — [The relationship between example B
and the main idea of the paragraph’s controlling idea is clear enough
without adding another sentence to explain it.]

Step 5. Complete the paragraph’s idea or transition into the next paragraph
The final movement in paragraph development involves tying up the loose
ends of the paragraph and reminding the reader of the relevance of the
information in this paragraph to the main or controlling idea of the paper.
At this point, you can remind your reader about the relevance of the
information that you just discussed in the paragraph. You might feel more
comfortable, however, simply transitioning your reader to the next
development in the next paragraph. Here’s an example of a sentence that
completes the slave spirituals paragraph:

Model sentence for completing a paragraph — What whites heard as merely
spiritual songs, slaves discerned as detailed messages. The hidden meanings
in spirituals allowed slaves to sing what they could not say.

Notice that the example and explanation steps of this 5-step process (steps
3 and 4) can be repeated as needed. The idea is that you continue to use
this pattern until you have completely developed the main idea of the
paragraph.

Here is a look at the completed “model” paragraph:

Slave spirituals often had hidden double meanings. On one level, spirituals
referenced heaven, Jesus, and the soul, but on another level, the songs
spoke about slave resistance. For example, according to Frederick Douglass,
the song “O Canaan, Sweet Canaan” spoke of slaves’ longing for heaven,
but it also expressed their desire to escape to the North. Careful listeners
heard this second meaning in the following lyrics: “I don’t expect to stay /
Much longer here. / Run to Jesus, shun the danger. / | don’t expect to stay.”

When slaves sang this song, they could have been speaking of their
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departure from this life and their arrival in heaven; however, they also could
have been describing their plans to leave the South and run, not to Jesus,
but to the North. Slaves even used songs like “Steal Away to Jesus (at
midnight)” to announce to other slaves the time and place of secret,
forbidden meetings. What whites heard as merely spiritual songs, slaves
discerned as detailed messages. The hidden meanings in spirituals allowed
slaves to sing what they could not say.

Troubleshooting paragraphs

Problem: the paragraph has no topic sentence

Imagine each paragraph as a sandwich. The real content of the sandwich—
the meat or other filling—is in the middle. It includes all the evidence you
need to make the point. But it gets kind of messy to eat a sandwich without
any bread. Your readers don’t know what to do with all the evidence you’ve
given them. So, the top slice of bread (the first sentence of the paragraph)
explains the topic (or controlling idea) of the paragraph. And, the bottom
slice (the last sentence of the paragraph) tells the reader how the paragraph
relates to the broader argument. In the original and revised paragraphs
below, notice how a topic sentence expressing the controlling idea tells the
reader the point of all the evidence.

Original paragraph

Piranhas rarely feed on large animals; they eat smaller fish and aquatic
plants. When confronted with humans, piranhas’ first instinct is to flee, not
attack. Their fear of humans makes sense. Far more piranhas are eaten by
people than people are eaten by piranhas. If the fish are well-fed, they
won’t bite humans.

Revised paragraph

Although most people consider piranhas to be quite dangerous, they are,
for the most part, entirely harmless. Piranhas rarely feed on large animals;
they eat smaller fish and aquatic plants. When confronted with humans,
piranhas’ first instinct is to flee, not attack. Their fear of humans makes
sense. Far more piranhas are eaten by people than people are eaten by

piranhas. If the fish are well-fed, they won’t bite humans.
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Once you have mastered the use of topic sentences, you may decide that
the topic sentence for a particular paragraph really shouldn’t be the first
sentence of the paragraph. This is fine—the topic sentence can actually go
at the beginning, middle, or end of a paragraph; what’s important is that it is
in there somewhere so that readers know what the main idea of the
paragraph is and how it relates back to the thesis of your paper. Suppose
that we wanted to start the piranha paragraph with a transition sentence—
something that reminds the reader of what happened in the previous
paragraph—rather than with the topic sentence. Let’s suppose that the
previous paragraph was about all kinds of animals that people are afraid of,
like sharks, snakes, and spiders. Our paragraph might look like this (the topic
sentence is bold):

Like sharks, snakes, and spiders, pirahnas are widely feared. Although most
people consider piranhas to be quite dangerous, they are, for the most part,
entirely harmless. Piranhas rarely feed on large animals; they eat smaller
fish and aquatic plants. When confronted with humans, piranhas’ first
instinct is to flee, not attack. Their fear of humans makes sense. Far more
piranhas are eaten by people than people are eaten by piranhas. If the fish
are well-fed, they won’t bite humans.

Problem: the paragraph has more than one controlling idea

If a paragraph has more than one main idea, consider eliminating sentences
that relate to the second idea, or split the paragraph into two or more

paragraphs, each with only one main idea. Watch our short video on reverse

outlining to learn a quick way to test whether your paragraphs are unified. In
the following paragraph, the final two sentences branch off into a different
topic; so, the revised paragraph eliminates them and concludes with a
sentence that reminds the reader of the paragraph’s main idea.

Original paragraph

Although most people consider piranhas to be quite dangerous, they are,
for the most part, entirely harmless. Piranhas rarely feed on large animals;
they eat smaller fish and aquatic plants. When confronted with humans,

piranhas’ first instinct is to flee, not attack. Their fear of humans makes

Revised paragraph

Problem: transitions are needed within the paragraph

You are probably familiar with the idea that transitions may be needed

between paragraphs or sections in a paper (see our handout on transitions).

Sometimes they are also helpful within the body of a single paragraph.
Within a paragraph, transitions are often single words or short phrases that
help to establish relationships between ideas and to create a logical
progression of those ideas in a paragraph. This is especially likely to be true
within paragraphs that discuss multiple examples. Let’s take a look at a
version of our piranha paragraph that uses transitions to orient the reader:
Although most people consider piranhas to be quite dangerous, they are,
except in two main situations, entirely harmless. Piranhas rarely feed on
large animals; they eat smaller fish and aquatic plants. When confronted
with humans, piranhas’ instinct is to flee, not attack. But there are two
situations in which a piranha bite is likely. The first is when a frightened
piranha is lifted out of the water—for example, if it has been caught in a
fishing net. The second is when the water level in pools where piranhas are
living falls too low. A large number of fish may be trapped in a single pool,
and if they are hungry, they may attack anything that enters the water.

In this example, you can see how the phrases “the first” and “the second”
help the reader follow the organization of the ideas in the paragraph.
